High level and specialized courses are at the most advanced level, primarily for very advanced
undergraduate students, graduate students or French teachers. It includes a program for the
teaching of French.

Advanced Level Summer Courses

Very advanced undergraduate students, graduate students or French teachers may also take high
level and specialized courses (60 hours — 20 hours per course) for four weeks in July or a technical
language seminar (30 hours) for four weeks.

e Cours Superieurs . Applicants select three courses, for a total of 60 hours.

e Séminaires includes a four week session in July (two hours each day — Monday through Friday)
or two weeks in August (3 hours daily, Monday through Friday). The courses are listed below.

Cours Universitaires De L'Annee (for Advanced Level Students)

e Magistere De Langue Et De Civilisation Francaises, requires 12 months of study from
September through July, a university degree (preferably in French), and an entrance exam. The
program requires participation in four sections. It begins with the Intensive September program
(see the summer schedule), continues with two semesters (Spring and Winter) and concludes
with a summer section.

e Other annual and semester courses are for the preparation for Diplémes d'étude de la
Civilisation francaise and Dipléme de Francais des Affaires de la C.C.I.P. These also require a
university degree and an entrance exam. This program involves 32 hours/week of study winter
or spring semester in either the literature or economic track. The latter is a collaborative effort
with the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Paris.
